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ONE International Middle School & High School Curriculum and Ethos Overview 
 

At One International Middle School, students will be taught in the style of an English High School. This means they will each have a subject timetable and will move between 

classes but most importantly, there will be a highly qualified teacher in the classrooms. The curriculum will include English, Maths, Science, Humanities, Physical Education, Languages, 

ICT and Art & Design Technology. On top of these timetabled classes will be Personal, Social and Health Education plus a selection of extra-••curricular options.  These will all be delivered 

following the IGCSE course specification, which is Cambridge accredited and internationally recognised. These courses then progress into the new IGCSE with the 1-••9 grading system 

starting in year 9. 

 
Please find below a brief description of each subject area: 

English offers a dual award split into two areas, language and literature. The language element focuses on speaking, listening and writing, with the literature element focusing 

on reading and analysing. One International will be offering the International Course, which is specifically targeted to international students and designed to cater to a varied 

cohort of English and non-••English speakers. 
 

Maths covers the four standard study areas: algebra and calculus, shape and space, numeracy and also data. All elements will follow the structure of teach, practice and apply 

and will follow the Cambridge accredited course for KS3, at middle school level. 
 

Science is a triple award of Biology, Physics and Chemistry. Again, this is the KS3 course for middle schools, which leads to the IGCSE courses in upper school. 
 

Humanities is an adapted scheme of work in the first year tailored to our students. We will be covering the first modules of the KS3 courses in History, Geography and Religious 

Education. History and Geography will be part of the options selection at upper school level. 
 

Physical  Education  promotes a well-••rounded curriculum, introducing the children to a wide range of sports during their lesson times.  Children will be able to take advantage of our 

new basketball court as well as football and volleyball equipment amongst other things. 
 

Art and Design Technology offers a standard first year curriculum for all students. Incorporated into this will be Fine Art, working in various different mediums including 

Computer Aided Design (C.A.D). Similar to History and Geography, this is also an option subject at Upper School level for all students who continue with us. 
 

Languages offers Tagalog for all children. We will also be offering an additional language in years 7, 8 and 9. Currently this is Spanish which is taught by a guest teacher. 
 

ICT is endemic in modern society and we feel very strongly about incorporating this into our curriculum. It will also be prominent in many lessons too. We are asking for students 

to come to class with their own laptop, and an android tablet is strongly advised. 

 

Compulsory Laptop Advisory 
 

It is compulsory for all laptops to have at least Core i5 with 8 GB of RAM and Windows 10 or above, with access to Microsoft Office. It will need to have Wi-••Fi access and run at a good 

processing speed, for this reason we suggest a reasonably new Acer, HP, Lenovo or Samsung model. If you would like any more information, please contact the school for more help 

with this. 

 
We also advise that students have an android tablet in school. This is non-••compulsory, but please be aware that access to their own personal tablet will be highly beneficial in 

class.
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
